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Abstract

Before you start preparing an abstract, save this file as a standard (.doc extension) Microsoft WORD document and name it using the first author's full name. For example: Taro-SUZUKI.doc. Set the paper size to A4 and all the margins to be 25.4 mm to specify the correct page layout.
The abstract should be submitted by e-mail both in MS Word (.doc) file and PDF to “shimizu@mech.ous.ac.jp” before the deadline of July 10, 2020. You must follow the guidelines provided in this template. The abstract length is limited to only 1 page.
One-page abstract should have a title of paper, names and affiliations of authors. The abstract can contain minimum important Figures, Tables, Equations, and References, but an excess page is not allowed. Use the Times New Roman font and a single line spacing for all. Use the 16-point font for the title, the 14-point font for the names and the 12-point font for affiliations of the authors and the main text. Note that the affiliations only should be italic.

Please fully utilize the entire page for the abstract (i.e., do not leave a large blank space).
